The father has kept detailed information of mother's behavior and provided o his attomey
and CPl. The mother is alleged to be an alcoholic who becontes physically aggressive when drinking. The mother targets
the two younger children and they are afraid of mother.

Maltreatment Index states Substance Misuse covers three
areas. The caregiver(s) inappropriately using drugs or alcohal, a child inappropriately consumming or being given drugs or alcchol
and poisoning due to caregiver(s) actions or neglect. Maltreatment index states physical injury includes any physical
maltreatment of a child which is not covered by other abuse maitreatments that result in permanent or temporary disfigurement,
permanent or temporary loss or impairment of bodily part or function, or is a willful act or threatened act which causes or is likely
1o cause the child's physical health to be impaired.

Father had previous injunction for himself and children against mother. Parents went to hearing at which time father agreed to
drop injunction and allow mother back in home if she agreed to go to marriage counseling. The mother retumed to home and
there are still issues between parents. Mother has physically attacked father and children have wiinessed these attacks. The
parents are in the process of divoree which father loves mother and wants to maintain family relationship and mother wants o be
free of relationship. Family court is addressing parents' divorce issue and both parents have private counsels.

Children all state mother has slapped them on occasions with an open hand in various areas of the body. Child David stated
mother hits him frequently. Children state mother is more physically aggressive when she drinks. The two younger children state
they are afraid of mother when she drinks. These children do not have a good relationship with mother. Children all state mother
drinks to the point of intoxication at which times she is more physicaily aggressive and displays more anger. Mother denies this

“and states she does hit children; but, not inappropriately.

Mother is reported o drink red wine to liquor. Mother pattems of drinking differ among household members from every other day
to daily. All household participants inctuding mother stated she was upset when she retumed fo home and father had thrown
aicohol away.
